NAPM to Award 
$2,000 Scholarship

Who can’t use $2,000? NAPM-Buffalo will again
award a $2,000.00 scholarship this year.  And, to assure
that student aid is not affected, the check is made
payable to the student, not the school, and can be used
for tuition or books.

Applicants for this scholarship must be members of
NAPM-Buffalo or the spouse, son, daughter, brother,
sister, niece, nephew or grandchild of a member of
NAPM-Buffalo and must be enrolled as a full-time stu-
dent in a two (2) or four (4) year institution whose programs
are considered above the high school level.  Full time is interpreted as twelve (12) semester
hours per semester, undergraduate, or, nine (9) semester hours per semester, graduate. (This
means that current high school seniors are not yet eligible.)

A transcript of records showing the most recent semester completed must accompany the
application which must be received on or before April 1, 2007. Previous unsuccessful candi-
dates are encouraged to apply again.

Applications are reviewed by the committee after April 1 and are judged solely on the
applicant's scholastic ability, career plans, community activities and no advantages are given
the applicant based on his or her relationship to an NAPM member. Only the chairperson of
the committee knows the names of the applicants to insure non bias on the part of the com-
mittee.
